INDIAIS ALL set to launch the
bidding process by next month
fora55,000-crore mega pro-
ject to build six conventional
submarines for the Indian
Navy to narrow the gap with

China’s  growing  naval
prowess, government sources
said on Sunday.

The submarineswill be built
inIndia underthe much-talked-
about strategic partnership
model that allows domestic
companies to join hands with
leading foreign defence majors
to produce high-end military
platforms in the country and
reduce import dependence.

The sourcessaid the ground-
work like specifications of the
submarines and other critical
requirements forissuance of the
request for proposal (RFP) for
themega project,namedasP-75
I, has been completed by sepa-
rate teams of the defence min-
istryand the Indian Navy.

The RFP will be issued by
October,theyadded.

The defence ministry has
already shortlisted two Indian
shipyards and five foreign
defence majors for the project,
being billed as one of biggest
“Makein India”ventures.

The shortlisted Indian enti-
ties were L&T group and state-
owned Mazagaon Docks (MDL)
while the select foreign entities
included ThyssenKrupp Marine
Systems (Germany), Navantia
(Spain) and Naval Group
(France).

Initially, the defence min-
istry will issue RFPs to MDL
and L&T and the two firms
will have to submit their
detailed bid after receiving
the document. Subsequently,
the L&T and MDL will have to
select a foreign partner out of
the five shortlisted entities,
the sources said.

The Indian Navy plans to
acquire 24 new submarines,
including six nuclearattack sub-
marines,tobolsteritsunderwa-
ter fighting capability. It cur-
rently has 15 conventional
submarines and two nuclear
submarines.

The Navy has been focusing
on significantly bolstering its
overall capabilities in view of
China's growing efforts to
increaseits military presencein
the Indian Ocean Region.

The Indian Ocean, consid-
ered the backyard of the Indian
Navy, is critical to the country's
strategicinterests.
